The Church of the Nazarene is an evangelical, protestant church in the 

Wesleyan-Holiness tradition, tracing its roots to an anniversary date of 

1908. It was founded to spread the message of scriptural holiness 

(Christ-like living) across the globe, with special emphasis on meeting 

the needs of the poor and disadvantaged. Today, the Church of the 

Nazarene is in over 150 countries.  

The Church of the Nazarene is a Great Commission church. We believe 

God offers everyone forgiveness, peace, joy, purpose, 

love, meaning in life, and the promise of Heaven when 

life is over by entering into and experiencing a personal 

relationship with God through Jesus Christ. We are 

called to take this message to people everywhere.  

 

The Church of the Nazarene is also a holiness church. 

We believe Christians can experience a deeper level of 

life in which there is victory over sin, power to witness 

and serve, and richer fellowship with God - all through 

the infilling of the Holy Spirit.  
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In our Familiesé 

New Life is impacting the lives of families weekly. We put a high priority on ministries 

and programs for children and teenagers.  A large percentage of families at New Life 

have children or teens in the home.  On a weekly basis we see new families visiting 

New Life. Many times what keeps them coming back are programs for their children 

or teens.   

 

In 2010-11 we invested significant funds to revamp our children and teen spaces 

to make them more attractive, functional, and relevant. 

 

We currently offer specific, high-quality, age-appropriate ministries and programs 

for preschoolers, elementary age students, middle schoolers, and high schoolers, 

as well as those of college age.  

 

New Life holds a variety of classes and groups for adults which equip folks to lead 

productive and Christ-centered lives. A few examples of these are parenting 

newborns, managing finances, marriage enrichment, ladies support groups, and 

developing skills for effective step-parenting.    

 

 

College Studentsé 

Three campuses of higher education are located within six miles of our property - Mount Vernon Nazarene 

University, Central Ohio Technical College, and Kenyon College.   A large group of college students attend our 

weekend celebration services.  We also offer a weeknight service geared for these students, as well as a small 

group.  The blessing of influencing young men and women during these formative years and helping them to 

become productive and high-character members of 

society is a wonderful privilege. 

 

We are also blessed to partner with a professor of 

Spanish, as well as students from Mount Vernon 

Nazarene University and Kenyon College, by 

providing space for ESL (English as a Second 

Language) classes and tutoring for Spanish speaking 

families in the community.  Children from these

¶ Finishing a room for a military family while the husband is deployed 

¶ Volunteering at the Escape Zone and on the board of directors 

¶ Painting guardrails and inside walls at the Station Break 

¶ Organizing and participating in Salvation Army weekly youth basketball 

¶ Providing classroom space and child care for weekly English as a Second 

Language (ESL) classes 

¶ Collecting food for area social service agencies through a teen event, the 30-

Hour Famine 

¶ Painting basketball poles and utility boxes at Memorial Park 

¶ Donations to Interchurch Social Services 

¶ Volunteering in our local schools and classrooms

¶ Distributed free hot chocolate and coffee at Wal-mart 

¶ Raked leaves for many neighborhoods and families all over town 

¶ Delivered wood to families to help heat their homes for the winter 

¶ Cleaned at the Escape Zone youth center 

¶ Built a wheelchair ramp for a family 

¶ Encouraged and sang for two nursing homes 

¶ Delivered hats, gloves, and scarves to a low income neighborhood 

¶ Gave away batteries door-to-door for smoke detectors 

¶ Delivered home-baked cookies to police, fire and emergency room workers

In our Worldé  

New Life is a long-time partner with a small village in the hills of Central 

America.  La Carbonera, Nicaragua has captured our heart.  We have 

made several trips to La Carbonera.  In partnership with a sister church, 

we have constructed a multi-room Child Development Center that is used 

for medical clinics, food distribution, classrooms, compassionate 

ministries and worship space.  The village is cut off from the main roads 

during the rainy season.  On one trip, our group collected the seed 

money that the government required to build a large foot bridge, 

providing this small community with a way to reach the larger towns for 

school, food and trading. We sponsor over 20 children in the village, 

providing monthly support to give them clothing, shoes and school 

supplies.  We help to provide medicine for their new pharmacy and a 

visiting doctor. 

The Church of the Nazarene as a whole is involved with education, 

humanitarian, and ministry efforts around the world.  The Church of the 

Nazarene has over 2 million members in over 26,000 churches in over 150 

countries, effectively reaching multitudes of people with the message of 

forgiveness, hope, and love of Jesus Christ.   We have over 700 vocational 

missionaries throughout the world, as well as 56 colleges, universities and 

seminaries.  The Church of the Nazarene has 60 medical facilities, and 

numerous compassionate ministry centers.  New Life Church has 

consistently given of its resources to support these efforts since its 

earliest days. 

We are proud to  

be part of a

provides resources, manpower, prayer, aid, and education for 

those outside the walls of the church, whether in the 

community or around the world. 

New Life also annually supports Operation Christmas Child, a 

ministry of {ŀƳŀǊƛǘŀƴΩǎ tǳǊǎŜ - a humanitarian organization that brings hope and relief around the world in a 

variety of creative and meaningful ways. Through Operation Christmas Child in 2010, approximately 8 million 

shoeboxes were filled with small items such as toys, socks, pens, gum, books, and personal hygiene products and 

delivered to under-developed countries in the poorest of regions.  These boxes are a special Christmas gift to 

children living in extreme poverty.  New Life consistently fills over 100 of these boxes of love each year.
